Rebuilding Our Lost Wetlands
Saturday, September 22     9:00 – 11:00 a.m.
This two-hour field trip will take you to the 

Armen O. Schwengel Preserve near Belgium, 

one of several places in Sheboygan County 

where the WDNR and US Fish and Wildlife 

Service have been instrumental in restoring 

acres of wetland habitat. You will learn how 

you may be able to restore a wetland in your 

own back yard. Bring your binoculars! Meet 
in the parking lot of St. Nicholas church in 
Dacada, just west of the intersection of County 
B and County K, Holland Township, Sheboygan 
County (County K is right on the Sheboygan/
Ozaukee County line).

September Spotlights

Land as a Life Preserver

During this field trip, you will visit the Sauk Creek 

and Lion’s Den Nature Preserves, lands purchased 

by the Ozaukee-Washington Land Trust to ensure 

water quality and habitat protection along Sauk 

Creek and Lake Michigan. Land Trust and Ozaukee 

County employees will discuss how to obtain land 

parcels for preservation. Meet at the Ozaukee
County Administrative Building, 121 W. Main 
St., Port Washington.

on the Sheboygan Marsh

Learn how the WDNR and Sheboygan County work 

together to manage water levels on the marsh to 

satisfy a broad range of user groups. Additionally, 

Camp Y-Koda staff will discuss their annual 5th  

grade ecology program held at the Marsh and  

share data they have collected. Presentations will  

be followed by boat rides into the Marsh for those 

interested.

“Home Improvements” for Fish
Saturday, October 27    9:00 – 11:00 a.m.

John Nelson of the WDNR will give a short presen-

tation concerning why dam removal is beneficial 

to river and stream ecosystems. Participants will 

then take a field trip to the Meyer Pond dam 

removal site then on to the Onion River to view 

stream bank restoration work done by the WDNR 

and Trout Unlimited. You just may see spawning 

trout! Meet at the Plymouth WDNR Office, 1155 
Pilgrim Road for this two-hour field trip.

Taking Back Our Beaches
Friday, November 2    9:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m.

This day-long event will give attendees a 

comprehensive look at beach health and 

stormwater quality along the Lake Michigan 

shoreline. Topics will include defining beach health 

problems, determining effective and sustainable 

solutions, and deciding how to implement changes, 

including potential funding, community involve-

ment, and a specific look at the Door County case 

study.

Our Fish Can’t Jump!
Thursday, November 8    9:00 – 11:00 a.m.
Ozaukee County, Northern Environmental and 

WDNR will present their findings in the evaluation 

of 11 Ozaukee County streams. They’ll share the 

importance of taking fish migration into consider-

ation when placing culverts during road building 

projects. Geared toward street and highway depart-

ments, this program is open to the public and will 
be held at Kohler-Andrae State Park. Inquire at 
the park entrance for the program location and 
your park admission will be waived.
