


Learn about your Land - 2008 Classes for Woodland Owners

Getting to Know Your Local Trees
Join a forester as you get to know 
what trees are on your land. We 
will review the major trees and 
invasives you will likely �nd on 
your property, and teach you how 
to identify others when you return 
to your own property.

A healthy, productive woodland requires investment of time and 
money, and knowledge of speci�c techniques. This session will 
introduce you to the people, programs and organizations that offer 
technical and �nancial assistance in all aspects of your woodland.

Learn how to decide which, if any, trees should be selected for 
cutting and why. Gain an understanding of what is meant by 
thinning, selection harvest, group selection harvest, clear cut 
and shelterwood harvest.

Learn the steps and timeline involved in conducting a successful 
timber sale from establishment to selling to harvest. This workshop 
will introduce you to how to select a logger, why a timber sale 
contract is important, and steps involved in conducting a harvest.

Wildlife Extravaganza: Managing Your Woodlands for Wildlife
Learn about a broad array of 
woodland wildlife and how you 
can enhance habitat, food and 
shelter values of your woodland. 
We will also discuss food plots 
and the damage deer can do to  
the forest regeneration.

Success with Tree Planting
This workshop will take you through 
the steps needed to successfully 
establish a new forest. Learn which 
trees will grow best on your land, 
how to prepare your land, tech-
niques for planting, and how to 
care for newly planted trees.

Success Takes Planning – Get the Most from Your Woodland
A well-managed woodland begins 
with a well-thought-out plan. Take 
the beginning steps of forest manage-
ment and consider what is important 
to you, factors that in�uence your 
property’s potential, and resources 
to make your vision a reality.
